The Wallace Art awards were established in 1992, by Sir James Wallace whose aim 

was to foster, honour and support the practices of visual artists. Over the years some 

of New Zealandõs most prominent artists have entered and the residencies awarded 

to the winners have transformed their careers. Often artists have been recognised in 

the secondary category and progressed into the adult section, where the five major 

winners have the opportunity to be an artist -in-residence at top -class international 

institutions in the USA, Switzerland and Italy.  

 

The Wallace Secondary School Art Awards recognise and celebrate emerging 

artistic talent in New Zealand. Current year 11, 12 or 13 students from around New 

Zealand submit an artwork in the mediums of drawing, painting, printmaking, 

photography and sculpture and are judged by the Wallace Arts Trust team.

Field Trip to Coastlands Nursery  

One ear ly f rosty morning the 

horticulture class went on a field trip to 

assist them towards a class assessment. 

As soon as they got to the nursery you 

could see all the plants, mist rooms 

and  greenhouses. The female instructor 

was very polite and had a lot of skills 

and knowledge regarding plants, 

propagation and growth. She showed 

the class all their mist rooms and 

greenhouses containing rare and 

endangered plants. After she finished 

displaying all their crops the students 

observed and began to ask questions and took notes about 

the plants.  

 

The instructor guided students to her workshop where all the 

magic happens, in this workshop is where it all starts. They 

prune, germinate, propagate, cross breed and grow plants. 

Once the students finished observing and taking notes of the 

techniques the instructor and her co workers used, the 

instructor brought out 5 planter boxes and 5 different types of 

seeds. She manifested cool ways to grow plants. She used 

boiled water to soften certain seeds, it softens the hard shell 

around the seed and helps the seed grow rapidly. Once the 

students finished planting all the seeds in the planter boxes she 

told them that they could take them back to school. Our class 

was very appreciative, one of our students gave a thank you 

speech towards our instructor and her co workers.

Wheel Chair Awareness  
On Thursday the 6 of September, Year 11 student Majean 

Rogers and Drama teacher Mr Pritchard, joined in a challenge 

to raise awareness for students in wheelchairs. The challenge 

was to stay in their wheelchairs all day as they went about 

their daily tasks. This was to help year 10 student, Heidi Parks (in 

a wheelchair herself), with her Business Studies unit. Her idea is 

a service which tests accessibility in the community not only for 

adults but children as well, helping them to become more 

independent and to hopefully open up more jobs in the work 

sector. Heidi had the idea to raise awareness for her and 

others around the community who struggle for independence 

in order to do daily tasks on their own due to a lack of 

wheelchair accessibility. This is all in the hopes that the 

community will rise to meet the needs of people in wheelchairs 

and that it will spread to other communities.  

 

Majean said that the main challenge was getting in and out of  

toilets and doorways, òI found that I had to go backwards into 

small spaces because the front of my wheel chair was too 

wide and it seemed easieró. By the end of the day his arms felt 

ok, but his back was really sore. He had to rely on others to 

open doors and to assist with things that were out of reach.  

Overall it was interesting and a good experience.
